
Talking to people in various church congregations it has become obvious to me that many people have ideas about what they would like to happen at their funeral.  Conversely, many families have no idea what the deceased would have liked and at times of great sadness are desperate to “do the right thing” by the deceased.

If you have your own ideas, or would just like to help your family celebrate your life you might like to take a little time completing this.  It is not an easy thing to do for some people, but bear in mind the help you might be giving.

Once complete hand it to your Minister who will copy it and hold the details on file.  The form will be returned to you for you to hold in a safe place for your next of kin.

Try to complete as much as you can ~ you need to be aware that in law you have no rights after your death, your next of kin may change things, but it is good to let them know what you would prefer.
